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1. Introduction

This six-monthly compliance report, as required by Condition of Consent (CoC) C21 of the Moorebank
Precinct East (MPE) Stage 2 (SSD 7628) development consent, has been prepared on behalf of
SIMTA for the compliance reporting period April to June 2020.

1.1 Moorebank Logistics Park Overview

The Sydney Intermodal Terminal Alliance (SIMTA) and Moorebank Intermodal Company have
entered into an agreement to develop the MPE Project and Moorebank Precinct West (MPW) Project
into the Moorebank Logistics Park (MLP).

When completed, the MLP will move 1.5 million shipping containers annually by rail instead of road. It
will also feature Australia’s largest purpose-built warehouse and distribution precinct serviced by the
latest automated technology which will see driverless shuttle carriers collect and transport containers
around the precinct to be processed, unpacked and stored on site or distributed in smaller
consignments.

Figure 1-1 identifies the environmental management process flow across the MPE and MPW Projects
implemented since January 2020.

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1.2 MPE Stage 2 Development

The MPE Stage 2 (SSD 7628) development generally involves the construction and operation of
warehouse and distribution facilities, including a freight village (ancillary site and operational
services), and associated infrastructure, including stormwater, landscaping, utilities and services and
road upgrades; and is being delivered under the following approvals:

o State significant development consent (SSD 7628) granted by the (then) NSW Planning
Assessment Commission on 31 January 2018 for the second stage of the MPE development
under Part 4, Division 4.1 (now Division 4.7 as of 1 March 2018) of the Environmental
Planning and Assessment Act 1979

e Environment Protection and Biodiversity Act 1999 (EPBC Act) Approval No. 2011/6229,
granted 6 March 2014 for the construction and operation of SIMTA Moorebank Intermodal
Terminal Facility and associated rail infrastructure including a rail link to the Southern Sydney
Freight Line and

e Partial development consent (SSD 7628) granted on 5 April 2019, for the phased completion
of subdivision works across MPE Stage 2.

A modification of the MPE Stage 2 Development Consent (SSD 7628- Mod-2) was granted by the
NSW Independent Planning Commission on 31 January 2020, approving adjustments to the site
boundary and OSD basin 9.

The Department of Planning, Industry and Environment (DPIE) was notified on 18 June 2019, that
SIMTA intended to commence the staged operation of the MLP East Precinct in Area 1 on 15 July
2019. Subsequent notifications of commencement of operations have been approved for Warehouse
3 and 4.

The progressive operation of warehouses was detailed in the Program for Operational Phase
Delivery, first approved by the DPIE on 21 May 2019.The progression of operations has been further
described in the Operational Environment Management Plan and associated sub-plans.

The other approved works to be undertaken within the Moorebank precinct will be undertaken as part
of separate approvals and subject to separate construction programs, including the MPE Stage 1
Development (SSD 6766), MPW Stage 1 Development (SSD 5066) and MPW Stage 2 Development
(SSD 7709), and are not the subject of this report.

1.3 Site Location

The MPE Stage 2 development is located on Moorebank Avenue, Moorebank in NSW. The site is
situated within the Liverpool LGA 30 km south-west of the Sydney CBD and approximately 4km south
of Liverpool CBD.

The Site is generally described as the land immediately to the east of Moorebank Avenue and to the
north of East Hills Passenger rail line. The site comprises the following lots:

1.4 Scope of Works

The MPE Development involves the development of an intermodal terminal facility, including an
intermodal rail terminal, rail link connection to Southern Sydney Freight Line, warehouse and
distribution facilities, freight village (ancillary site and operational services). stormwater, landscaping,
servicing and associated works on the eastern site of Moorebank Avenue, Moorebank.

The MPE Stage 2 (SSD 7628) development includes the following key components:

o Earthworks, including the importation of 600,000 m? of fill and vegetation clearing
e Approximately 300,000 m? Gross Floor Area (GFA) of warehousing and ancillary offices
e Warehouse fit-out
o Freight village, with 8,000 m? GFA of ancillary retail, commercial and light industrial land uses
e Internal road network and hardstand across site
e Ancillary supporting infrastructure within the site, including:
o stormwater, drainage and flooding infrastructure
o utilities relocation / installation
o fencing, signage, lighting, remediation and landscaping
e Moorebank Avenue upgrade including:
o raising by about two metres and some widening
o embankments and tie-ins to existing Moorebank Avenue road levels
o signalling and intersection works
e Intersection upgrades along Moorebank Avenue including:
o Moorebank Avenue/MPE Stage 2 access
o Moorebank Avenue/MPE Stage 1 northern access
o Moorebank Avenue/MPE Stage 2 central access
o MPW Southern Access/MPE Stage 2 southern emergency access
Operation 24 hours a day, seven days per week.

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1.6 Scope and Purpose

Compliance tracking and reporting requirements for MPE Stage 2 are specified in SSD 7628

2. Project Compliance
